Annual Parish Meeting  You will be pleased to know that John Hood and Anne Morgan 

were elected as Churchwardens at last Sunday’s meeting.  They’ll be officially sworn in 

by the Archdeacon later.  Thanks were given to Rosy Stone for her time as Warden – for 

all she’s done for the Church and for the clergy, especially being responsible for the 

team of Pastoral Visitors.  Barbie Lloyd and Candy Williams were elected as our Deanery 

Synod Reps. and joining the PCC will be Malcolm Brewer, Sandra Hewett and Lesley 

Handy.  Thanks were expressed to those leaving the PCC this year: Elaine Shimbart and 

Lynne McNeil. 

 

Font News  At Tuesday evening's PCC meeting the very distressing damage to the Font 
was discussed in detail and possible plans made for the future.  It was unanimously 
agreed to ask Chichester Cathedral Stonemasons to investigate repairing the font.  This 
will take some time and part of it will probably have to be moulded from new stone, so 
as a temporary measure the small font, which normally has St. George standing on it, 
will be moved to the centre of the aisle and used for Baptisms.  The offertory table has 
been moved so that George can still stay in the same place and Barbie Lloyd has kindly 
loaned a suitable table for the back of Church.  A fund will be established shortly for 
those both inside and outside the Church who wish to donate towards the font repairs 
and future security of the Church.  As the Church will continue to be open as much as 
possible, the PCC also agreed to explore the installation of CCTV.  Many other Churches 
already use CCTV and the Diocese is being asked to advise on the legalities and 
practicalities of this move.  Please remember to pop into Church whenever you pass as 
the more people there are around, the less likely it is that more damage will be caused.  
In the meantime, the Police have identified a possible suspect although it will be very 
difficult to prove.
