St. Barnabas one of the earliest Christian disciples
at Jerusalem; an Apostle, but not one of the
original twelve. A Jewish Cypriot and a Levite, he
was originally called Joseph; the name Barnabas
means ‘son of consolation’. He introduced Paul to
the other apostles, and with him undertook the
first missionary journey, which began in Cyprus.
Later Paul and Barnabas quarrelled and
separated; Barnabas returned to Cyprus and
evangelized it. According to legend, he was
martyred at Salamis in 61 ad. His feast day is 11
June.
